Each week, we thought we might suggest a fun
game or activity you can play at home with your
child. These might have a theme; such as well-
being, listening or thinking skills, or working
memory but they are certainly intended to be
something fun you can do together at home. Enjoy!
This week’s game promotes good listening and is
called Remote Control

Explain to your child that they need to move
according to the remote control button that tells
them how to move.

Play: Walk forward at a normal pace
Fast-forward: run on the spot

Rewind: Walk backwards

Pause: Jump Up and Down

Slow-motion: Walk forwards very slowly

Stop: Finishes the game.
