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Just for Fun — Game of the Week:

Each week, we thought we might suggest a fun
game or activity you can play at home with your
child. These might have a theme; such as well-
being, listening or thinking skills, or working
memory but they are certainly intended to be
something fun you can do together at home. Enjoy!
This week’s game promotes good thinking skills and
encourages children to make a considered
response. It is called Guess Who | Am!

With your child, make a list of known characters,
such as Postman Pat, Batman, The Queen, a fairy, a
giant, a mermaid.... even your family pet!

Take it in turns to mime being one of those
characters, thinking carefully about the actions
they choose to do. Once a mime has been
performed, can it be identified correctly?

If it is especially tricky to identify, perhaps you
could ask yes or no questions to try and identify
who they are pretending to be.
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
